ADDITIONAL TIPS

DRY

Thoroughly dry the screen in a dark area (avoid
high temperatures of 110°F and up). Remove the
carrier just before exposing. If the carrier resists
being pulled off, additional drying time is needed.

SCREEN PREPARATION [new mesh only)
Scrub Chroma/Brade™ mesh abrader/de-
greaser thoroughly into entire screen area on
print side of new mesh. This mesh pre-treatment
will degrease the mesh and roughen it slightly
to improve capillary film adhesion.

FORINCREASED RESISTANCETO
HUMIDITY

Chroma/Set™ stencil hardener keeps presses
running during periods of high temperature and
high humidity.

EXPOSE

With polyester carrier peeled off, place the emul-
sion side of the positive against the print side of the
screen in an exposure frame. Run an exposure
test to determine your correct exposure.
